All the major presentations will be held at Kongju National University, Gongju City, Korea where the renowned Seokjangni Palaeolithic site is located. 

Topic

Main theme of the conference is ‘Diversity of the Asian Palaeolithic: Recent Progress and New Trends’.

2. Human behaviors and cultures in Asia

3. Human evolution in Asia

4. Special session: Palaeolithic culture in the Geum River Region (the annual KPS conference)

1. Registration Fee for 3 days Symposium:

1) From Seoul by bus--

2) From Incheon International Airport--
